
Day 1 - Depart 
Fly from Heathrow on Kenya Airways overnight to Nairobi.

Day 2 - Arusha 
Fly to Kilimanjaro airport. Transfer to Arusha Coffee Lodge for lunch (approx
1 hour 30 minutes). Enjoy dinner and a complimentary upgrade to a
Plantation Suite (lunch and dinner included).

Days 3 - Tarangire 
After breakfast tour the coffee estate followed by an alfresco lunch in the
gardens. Later transfer to Arusha airport for your Elewana Sky flight to
Tarangire (approximately 25 minutes).

GAME DRIVES
A safari guarantees both excitement and the unexpected! This
includes close encounters with wild animals, bumpy roads and
helping out when the odds are down. Game drives normally
take place early morning and evening when the animals are
more active, and last between one and two hours. At some lake
lodges game drives are not provided, Although optional
excursions may be purchased locally. Game drives are not
included at tree lodges, as they overlook water holes and salt
licks which attract animals during the day and night. It is worth
noting that game viewing is not an exact science and sightings
of particular species cannot be guaranteed.
